Article 9
The Contractor's obligations

9.6 The Contractor shall take the necessary measures to ensure the visibility of the European Union financing or co-financing. Article 11
Performance guarantee

Performance guarantee for the proper execution of the contract is requested. 
The amount of the performance guarantee shall be 5% of the Contract Value.
Article 13
Programme of implementation of the tasks (timetable)

By signing the contract, the Contractor agrees to adhere to the deadlines set by the Grant beneficiary meaning that these deadlines are binding and cannot be altered, except in the cases of meteorological disaster.

Delivery must be made within the 90 days from the commencement.

Installation must be made 90 days after the commencement, and also training and testing  90 days after the  commencement. 
Provisional Acceptance must be issued within 30 days from the proper execution of the Contract and after sales services will be calculated onwards from this date. The provisional acceptance and thus the payment to Contractor can take place ONLY AFTER execution of all contractual obligation

Article 16
Tax and customs arrangements

For supplies manufactured locally, all internal fiscal charges applicable to their manufacture, including VAT, shall be excluded.

For supplies to be imported into the country of the Grant Beneficiary, all duties and taxes applicable to their importation, including VAT shall be excluded.

Whatever the origin of the supplies, the contract shall be exempt from stamp and registration duties.
Article 18
Commencement order

18.1 The Contract shall commence on the day of the Contract signature. 
Article 19
Period of Implementation of the tasks
The implementation period will last 120 days, starting as specified in the Article 18  and ending on the day of issuance of the certificate of Provisional Acceptance. 
Article 26
Methods of payment

26.1 Payments shall be made in national currency.
